Geography Challenge 2010

For the first time CHR participated in The NUS Geography Challenge 2010 involving the following
students: Lugman Norhaziq (3E3), Aldrich Leow (3E3), Jolene Tan (3E5), Desmond Lua (3E5). It
took place on 20 Feb 2010 and consisted of two components, the MCQ and Application Question
round. The MCQ round related to Geography while the Application Question round required
participants to think critically and creatively about real issues.

Out of 385 students who participated in the competition, Lugman received the 3" prize. For the
team event, out of 85 schools, 30 schools were selected and CHR was one of them.

The next round for Geography Challenge was Geo-Tunes round. For the Top 30 schools,
submission for Geo-Tunes is compulsory as it constituted 40% of the round 2 scores. A poem
was crafted and a tune was composed for it by our very own student, Tan Sirui from 3E5 , a
reserve for this event based on the following question: Choose a location within Singapore which
is currently not utilized in a sustainable manner. Compose a song to explain to fellow youths why
it does not meet the standards of sustainability. Provide solutions to the problems mentioned. She
was assisted by the team members.
